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IDENTIFICATION OF SNAKEBITE

The venomous or non-venomous bite can also be identified by
looking at snakebite marks. This identification is possible only
by a trained doctor or expert. First aid should be taken
without wasting time.
» Less than 10-15% of venomous snakebites are fatal. Rest 85-90%
of snake bites are non-venomous and non-fatal.
» The patient should immediately go to the nearest govt. hospital
for treatment without delay.
» Keep the patient stable and keep cleaning the wound with cold
water.
» Don't cut the wound, don't try to suck out the venom or take the
patient to Tantrik.
» There should be a system of equipment for artificial respiration.
» Snake bites should be taken seriously and treated as soon as
possible.

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WHAT IF THERE IS NO SNAKE?

» Major diet of Snakes like Cobras
and Rate snakes are rodents, these
rodents eat a large part of our
foodgrains. At present, the
estimate of loss in foodgrains from
rodents is about 20%. If snakes are
not there the population of
rodents will be uncontrolled and
hence, the loss of foodgrains will
increase by 40-60%.
